A Resolution Approving a Schedule for Repayment of 
the Former Redevelopment Agency’s Affordable 
Housing Set-Aside Deficit Resolution No. 15-029

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 12-5, adopted by the City Council in January, 2012, 

the City of Concord (“City”) agreed to serve as the successor agency to the Redevelopment Agency of 

the City of Concord (“Redevelopment Agency”), and elected to assume the housing assets and 

obligations of the Redevelopment Agency commencing upon dissolution of the Redevelopment 

Agency on February 1, 2012 pursuant to Assembly Bill x1 26; 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Health and Safety Code Section 33334.6, the Redevelopment 

Agency was authorized to defer annual deposits to the Redevelopment Agency’s Low and Moderate 

Income Housing Fund (“Housing Fund”); 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Redevelopment Agency Resolution 92-514, adopted on November 

24, 1992, the Redevelopment Agency adopted a deficit reduction plan providing for the payment of 

the accumulated funds owed to the Housing Fund in accordance with Health and Safety Code Section 

33334.6(g);   

WHEREAS, as of the date that the Redevelopment Agency was dissolved, the Housing Fund 

deficit totaled the sum of $9,495,937 (the “Housing Fund Deficit”); 

WHEREAS, pursuant to  Health and Safety Code Section 34171(d)(1)(G), the accrued 

Housing Fund Deficit qualifies as an enforceable obligation of the Successor Agency, eligible for 

repayment in accordance with a schedule approved by the Oversight Board and consistent with the 

requirements of Health and Safety Code Sections 34176(e)(6)(B) and 34191.4(b)(1)(A);  

WHEREAS, pursuant to Health and Safety Code Section 34176(e)(6)(A), the City is 

obligated to use repayments of the Housing Fund Deficit in accordance with the affordable housing 

requirements of Community Redevelopment Law; and

WHEREAS, a repayment schedule consistent with the foregoing requirements has been 

presented to the Oversight Board and is attached hereto as Exhibit A (the “Repayment Schedule”). 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE OVERSIGHT BOARD FOR THE SUCCESSOR AGENCY 

CITY OF CONCORD DOES RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1. The Oversight Board hereby finds that the facts set forth in the recitals to this 

Resolution are true and correct, and establish the factual basis for the adoption of this Resolution. 

Section 2. The Oversight Board hereby approves the Repayment Schedule in the form 

attached hereto as Exhibit A. 

Section 3. The Successor Agency is authorized and directed to include repayment of the 

Housing Fund Deficit in accordance with the Repayment Schedule on the Successor Agency’s ROPS 

for the January 1 to June 30, 2016 period and for each succeeding ROPS period until the Housing 

Fund Deficit is repaid in full. 

Section 4. The Executive Director and his designees are authorized to take such further 

actions as may be necessary to carry out the intent of this Resolution.
