a. Approving — an amendment to the master agreement for professional services
associated with hazardous materials management, remedial assessment reviews, and
risk management planning with Environmental Risk Services Corporation (ERS)
not to exceed $50,000. Total funding since 2012 including this amendment is
$500,000; an Office of Economic Adjustment (OEA) Grant provided $95,000 of the
total funding. (Funding provided by an existing loan to the Local Reuse Authority
from the General Fund) Recommended by the Local Reuse Authority Executive
Director.

Development Conveyance (EDC) application and business plan and developer
selection process at the Concord Naval Weapons Station (CNWS) in an amount not
to exceed $55,000. Total funding since 2012 including this amendment is $390,000
of which $125,000 was supported by an OEA Grant. (Funding provided by a loan
to the Local Reuse Authority from the General Fund and a grant from the OEA)
Recommended by the Local Reuse Authority Executive Director.

(HR&A) in the amount of $55,000 approved; Local Reuse Authority Executive
Director authorized to execute amendment.
