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Specifications

For Filling a 

Residential Underground Swimming Pool

1. Break up bottom of pool 12” on center with 1 ½” gad, for proper drainage

2. Demolish walls, minimum of 4’ of finish grade

3. Cut and remove rebar at top of swimming pool

4. Punch holes in walls of pool 24” on center with 1 ½” gad

5. Backfill in 8” lifts with native material to a relative compaction of 90%

6. No stockpiling of materials in street/right-of-way.

7. A five-day weather forecast of NO RAIN is required before beginning construction

8. Appropriate erosion control measures shall be taken to prevent any sediment associated with construction activity to leave the site or enter the public drainage system

9. Existing curb, gutter and sidewalk damaged during demo work will be removed and replaced by owner/contractor.

10. Contractor/Homeowner shall neutralize the existing pool water before discharging the water into the sewer system.

11. The Owner/Contractor shall notify the City of Concord Engineering services two (2) business days prior to the start of any work.

A $1,000.00 Erosion Control/Restoration Deposit is required in rainy season.  $500.00 Restoration Deposit is required for the remainder of the year.   
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
